PART ONE: EXERCISE FOR THINKING AND SPEAKING

(from text pages 180-181)

1. Watch a how-to video (a cooking show, for example) or the weather portion of a newscast.
Notice how the speaker uses visual aids to help communicate the message. What kinds of visual
aids are used? How do they enhance the clarity, interest, and retainability of the speaker’s
message? What would the speaker have to do to communicate the message effectively without

visual aids?

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2. Consider how you might use visual aids to explain each of the following. Be specific, and be

prepared to discuss your ideas in class.

a.  Where to obtain information about studying abroad.

b. The amount of money spent each year on public education by China, Japan, Germany, Great
Britain, and the United States.

c. The wing patterns of various species of butterflies.

d. How to prepare Peking duck.

e. The changes in global temperature from 1980 to the present.

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3. Plan to use visual aids in at least one of your classroom speeches. Be creative in devising
your aids, and be sure to follow the guidelines discussed in the chapter for using them. After the



speech, analyze how effectively you employed your visual aids, what you learned about the use
of visual aids from your experience, and what changes you would make in using visual aids if you
were to deliver the speech again.

As a spokesperson for the China’s Ministry of Culture and Tourism, you have been asked to
deliver an oral briefing to the press. In the briefing, you plan to include statistics that (1) show the
growth in the number of Chinese tourists traveling abroad during the past five years, and (2)
compare the number of tourist arrivals each year in China, the United States, Spain, and France.

You decide to illustrate one set of statistics with a graph and one with a chart. For which set
of statistics will a graph be more appropriate? For which will a chart be more appropriate? Of the
three kinds of graphs discussed in this chapter (line, pie, bar), which will work best for your
statistics, and why?

PART ONE: ADDITIONAL EXERCISE AND ACTIVITIES

1. Show the class one or more of the speeches that use visual aids from the videos in the
textbook to illustrate points about the effective use of visual aids.

Teaching Note
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2. Assign students to practice presenting statistical data using graphs and/or charts as visual
aids. Students should be allowed to use statistical data from topic areas of their choosing. It is
also up to the students to decide whether they should use a line graph, a pie graph, a bar graph,
or a chart for showing the data. Remind students to follow the guidelines for preparing and
presenting visual aids discussed in this chapter. Students can either brainstorm for their own
topics or use the topic ideas provided below for completing the exercise:

*  Show the increase in China’s mobile phone users during the past five years.

e Compare the number of mobile phone users in China, India, and the United States.

*  Show the change of mortality rates in China’s urban and rural areas during the past decade.

*  Compare the annual birthrate of the population in Beijing, Shanghai, Tianjin, Chongging, and
Shenzhen.

*  Show the change in lung cancer rate among residents in Heilongjiang, Liaoning, and lJilin
provinces during the past decade.

* lllustrate the decline of rural population in poverty in China from 2000 to 2020.

*  Rank, from lowest to highest, the average price of food in China’s provincial capitals.

*  Show the number of wholly foreign-own enterprises and the number of foreign-invested
enterprises in Beijing, Shanghai, and Shenzhen.

* lllustrate the change in China’s housing prices during the past five years.

*  Compare the average life expectancy at birth of the population of three countries each in
Asia, Europe, and Africa.

Teaching Note
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3. Assign students to practice explaining an idea or demonstrating a process using an object, a
model, a picture, or a drawing. Remind students to follow the guidelines for preparing and
presenting visual aids discussed in this chapter. Below is a list of sample topic areas. Students can
use these for the exercise, or they can brainstorm for their own topic areas.

*  The structure of the “Oriental Pearl” in Shanghai.

*  The architectural features of the Temple of Heaven in Beijing.

*  The most famous views of West Lake in Hangzhou.

* The textures and craftsmanship of China’s Xiang embroidery, Shu embroidery, Yue
embroidery, and Su embroidery.

*  Chinese traditional emperor and empress costumes (the imperial robe and the phoenix



coronet, etc.).
