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Background

The 20-min demonstration is in the third section, which includes feedback and review,
sample analysis, peer editing and application.

In the previous sections, students are supposed to have an idea and do oral presentation
on the main characteristics and differences between Chinese and American consuming habits
and master the language points.

Before this section, teacher has assigned students three tasks. In this section, the teacher
firstly comments on and checks students’ pre-class tasks. Then the teacher analyzes samples to
illustrate what good introduction, body, conclusion should look like and leads students to
evaluate their own essays. Next, students are shown a video on American student loan and do
critical and reflective thinking on the writing topic. Finally, teacher and students work together
to analyze the comparison & contrast in the two medical papers.

Students check and do peer editing of their essay with the help of
the checklist.

Teacher plays a 2-minute video and asks students to discuss the
questions.
