Content

This 15-minute demonstration is about the second session of Unit 3: Sporting life.

In the first session, cadets have already had the general understanding of the text structure and the
purpose of the writing. But their writing assignment shows that their writing lacks coherence and effective
word-choices.

Session 2 will revise their writing targeting the problems identified.

Session 3 will talk about sport from the insider’s view.

Demo is from the second session to show the procedure to help students to emphasize important ideas,

to unify sentences, to develop coherence among sentences with echo words.

Course goals

Teaching objectives of the course are as follows: to master language knowledge of general English and




military English; to cultivate cadets’ cross-cultural communication ability, critical thinking and autonomous
learning ability; to widen cadets’ view of the world so they can be qualified for the future military career and
the needs of military exchanges.

® Polish their own writing with at least 4 echo words in one paragraph and achievecoherence.

® Write a new paragraph (pep talk) with at least 4 echo words to highlight the moral theme teamwork.

Teaching Methodology
The teaching methodology is POA facilitated by semantic waves.

Teaching Procedure

Pre-task

Identify the words related to the three key words in the text: chance, accident and chaos and write a paragraph
about the most important or typical quality of the game after they've finished the questionnaire in Rain
Classroom, and upload their answers on Unipus class forum and iWrite respectively. It is at the bottom of
semantic wave.

Problem-identification:

It is found that most cadets can identify those words from the text accurately and only a small portion of
cadets can employ the various words to echo the same theme in their writing.
