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Background

The 20-min demonstration is in the second part of Section 3, which serves as Discourse
Enabling, Producing and Assessing session in this unit.

Before the class, students are supposed to have finished the online course about “telling
stories” from which they learned where to tell a story and why people use story-telling in a
speech; They have also finished the outline of the speech on the given theme. In the previous
section of the class, they have read a passage about supporting ideas, and watched a video
excerpt from a speech.

In this section, teacher first invites students to modify their speech outline, which counts
for Discourse Enabling part of this unit. Next, teacher focuses on the most challenging part of
this theory, the ABC Model according to the given speech theme. A group of activities will be
done to enhance understanding. Finally, students will do some extension activity for applying
the ABC Model to their own speech.

Teaching content: The ABC Model

Teaching Objectives:

By the end of this 20-min lecture, students will be able to

1. tell impressive and powerful stories to illustrate what China has done to combat
COVID-19;

2. apply the ABC Model to telling stories in a speech.

Teaching Procedures:

. Step 1: Lead-i

1) Introduce the theme of the lecture by asking students the questions on
their current life and feelings.

2) Relate the individual life to the great heroic stories of the nation in the
fight of COVID-19

. Step 2: Review the online-course
Discourse

Check students’ understanding of the elements of a narrative by asking the

-enabling question: What are the key elements of a narrative?

Step 3: Brainstorming
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Brainstorming: What if I don’t want to deliver a flat speech? Students may

(5 m) review the importance of analyzing the audience and setting a clear purpose
for a speech by answering this question.
Step 4: Demonstration
Supporting ideas by story-telling. Teacher introduce the ABC Model to
students for discourse-enabling.

1) A-illustration: Teacher explains the use of sensory description to avoid

(12m) abstraction. Medical staff’s pictures are used as examples for students

to practice using sensory description in story-telling.

2) B-illustration: Teacher asks students to evaluate the three beginnings of
stories. Then come to the conclusion that “relating to the audience and
establishing the common ground” are important for engaging the
audience.

3) C-illustration: Students will learn to handle their voice when telling
stories by watching three video clips.

Step 6: Pair-work

Students try to apply the ABC model to their own modified outline on
“What China has done to combat COVID-19” by supporting only one main
point.

Step 7: Peer assessing

Teacher leads students to evaluate partner’s story-telling by using the
checklist:

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Step 8: Summary

Teacher sums up the ABC modal and the application of it in story-telling.
