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1. China's traditional cultural values

The cultural values of a country influence its national psychology and identity.
The traditional cultural values that influence the psyche of the Chinese people are
harmony, benevolence, righteousness, courtesy, wisdom, honesty, loyalty, and filial
piety.

Of these, the core value is harmony. Harmony means “proper and balanced coordination
between things” and encompasses rationale, propriety, and compatibility. Rationale
refers to acting according to objective laws and truths. Propriety indicates suitability
and appropriateness. The value of harmony advocates “harmony without uniformity”

Properly coordinating different things by bringing them together in the appropriate
manner allows them to develop from an uncoordinated state to one of coordination;

from asymmetry to symmetry; and from imbalance to balance. Modern Chinese society
tries to maintain harmony between humankind and nature; between people and society;
between members of different communities; and between mind and body.
