Many issues in the world contain complexities and multiple interrelationships.
To comprehend the issues thoroughly and form a clear understanding of the
world, we need to think deeply, that is, to get below the surface of an issue or a problem,

identify the complexities inherent in it, and deal with those complexities.

=i Take Text A for example. n the text, Walker raises the issue of gadget death wish toward

electronic gizmos. Instead of simply attributing the phenomenon to the sinister corporate
strategy of “planned obsolescence,” he makes an in-depth analysis based on relevant
information and statistics, and finds out that factors like the light-speed new technological
innovations in the industry, people’s lack of patience and their constant yearning for better
devices, along with the problem of electronic waste are all involved in the issue. In this way,

the issue is analyzed and understood deeply.

We can consider the following questions to achieve an in-depth understanding of an issue
or a problem:

« What factors make this a difficult problem?

« What are some of the complexities of this problem?

« What are some of the difficulties we need to deal with?
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
