The thoughtful and concerned gaze of the well-dressed physician upon the face of his ill
young patient dominates the center of the painting. The scene unfolds in the humble home of
the distraught family, with one small area rug and the hanging laundry in a single
modest-sized room used for all manner of everyday life.
