After checking all the comments on Dianping. com, | foud the following complaints, which are
slow service, limited menu optins, vintage decor, fresh seasonal ingredients, condescending
services, great happy-hour deals, high service charges and inconvenient parking, etc.

In all the complaints, the most frequent one was the slow service, which covered about 52%.
And there were about 20% customers were not satisfied with the limited menu options and the
fresh seasonal ingredients. And the other 15% cutomers were complaining the high service
charges. 8% customers said that it's hard to park. The other questions of vintage decor,
condescending servers and great happy hour-deals covered 5% of all complaints.

So | have the following suggestions:

1) Employ more staff and improve our work efficiency.

2) Give more training opportunities for our cooks to help them make more new dishes.

3) Reduce our service charges by improving our working efficiency and attracting more
customers by special dishes.

4) Find more vegetable and sea food suppliers to make sure that we can buy the freshest
material.

5) Arrange the dinning time properly in advance by setting ordering time, which can help us
reserve enough park positions.

6) Improve our employees' moral quality by reading every day.
