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As Widdowson (2000: 74-75) argues, “intuitive, elicited,
and observed data all have their own validity, but this
validity depends on what kind of evidence you are
looking for, on what aspects of language knowledge or
behaviour you are seeking to explain.

If you are looking for evidence of the internal relationship
between language and the mind, you are more likely to
favour intuition and elicitation. If you are looking for
evidence of how language sets up external links with
society, then you are more likely to look to the observed
data of actual occurrence.

The validity of different kinds of linguistic data is not
absolute but relative: one kind is no more ‘real’ than
another. It depends on what you claim the data are
evidence of, and what you are trying to explain.”
