3.2 Consolidation (15 Mins)
3.2.1Consolidating students’ comprehension

TRUE-OR-FALSE exercises on Page 35 are designed to check
students’ understanding of the story. By guiding the students to complete
them, the teacher can have a clear picture of whether the students have
mastered what have been discussed in class and help them achieve a deeper
understanding.

3.2.2Consolidating students’ vocabulary
By doing the vocabulary exercises on Page 36, the students will better
grasp the new words.

3.2.3Critiquing the text

Question (1) and Question (2) are intended to cultivate students’
critiquing competence. Question (3) is for the purpose of broadening
students’ thinking.

Question (1) Why does the narrator take discrimination more personally
than his classmates do? What does this suggest about his
character?

Question (2) Do you think the narrator should have received the part of
Prince Charming? Why or why not?

Question (3) The narrator was treated unfairly due to the racial
discrimination prevailing in the United States. If you were
the teachers in the narrator’s school, what would you do with
the role selection for your students?

3.3 Summary (2 Min)

The teacher firstly introduced the four key elements of short stories ,
and then guided the students to appreciate the leading character, the




narrator, from the perspectives of action, mental activity and appearance,
which provides the students with a proper method in appreciation of short
stories. Through learning the text, the students have a better understanding
about RACISM and know more about the social background in the United
States.
