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Background:

The 10-minute demonstration is about the fifth step of the second section. In iExplore 2,
students are expected to read a text and learn some ideas about the impact of technology
on reading. | would like the students to pay attention to not only WHAT the idea is but
also HOW the idea is constructed in the text. So step 2.5 is designed to guide the
students to read critically to identify different voices in the text. Later students can try to
evaluate the author’s argument in the text and apply the writing strategies in iProduce.

Teaching Content: 2.5 Identify different voices

Teaching Objective:
Students will be able to
» identify different voices in the text
» sum up how different voices relate to each other
» evaluate using different voices in persuasive writing

Teaching Procedures:

Step 1: Lead in “different voices” (1min)
1. Use a metaphor to introduce “different voices in a text”.

Metaphor: Reading an argumentation is getting involved in a
discussion with many people.
Lead-in 2. Inspire students to think about the possible voices in persuasive
writing:

» author’s voice

» other’s voice




Observe

Step 2: Observe the different voices in the text (3 min)
1. Teacher takes paragraph 1 as an example to show the students:
» Paragraph 1 comes from other’s voice.
» The words “rumor” “allegedly” is the evidence.
2. Students work in groups to observe the voices in paragraph 2-5 and
finish the following table.

Evaluation means: Filling a table.

Analyze

Step 3: Analyze how different voices relate to each other (1min)
1. Teacher inspires the students to think:
» What is the relationship between the others’ voices and the
author’s voice?
» How the different voices relate to each other?
2. Teacher shows a summary of the different voices in paragraph 1-5 and
asks the students to sum up how the author’s voice responds to the
others’ voices.
3. Teacher points out the benefits of identifying different voices in
reading:
» to identify the source of idea;
» to figure out the relationship between different points of view;
» to understand how the author develops his argument.

Evaluation means: Answering questions.

Evaluate

Step 4: Evaluate using different voices in persuasive writing (3
min)

1. Teacher shows an outline to illustrate how the author manage different
voices in the whole text.

2. Students work in groups and discuss:

> Do the different voices strengthen or weaken the author’s argument?
» Why does the author put the different voices in the introduction?

2. Students report their discussions.




3. Teacher makes a summary:

» Why does the author present different voices?
-Be respectful and give the readers the benefit of the doubt;
-To respond to readers’ objections;
-To make the argument stronger;
-To show he has considered all sides of the topic.

» When do we present different voices?
-Introduction
(when you are arguing against a popularly held view)
-Middle ¥
-Conclusion

Evaluation means: Oral report.

Students do a checklist to reflect on their performance in the class.
