强调句的基本结构为“It + be +被强调成分 + that/who...”，其中的被强调成分可以

是名词或代词，也可以是短语或从句。值得注意的是，将强调结构的提示词“It be... 

that/who”去掉，只留下被强调成分后，句子的结构和意思依然是完整的。例如：

(1)	It is that experience that has propelled me into helping others overcome their fears.

experience，去掉强调提示词后，该句变成“That experience has propelled me 

into helping others overcome their fears.”。）
