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Suggestion for the Teacher
This	unit	gives	a	brief	 introduction	to	English	 letters	and	their	pronunciation.	You	

may	spend	about	eight	hours	fi	nishing	the	whole	unit.	After	the	study	of	the	fi	rst	four	

units,	this	unit	may	serve	as	a	reference	for	the	revision	of	phonetics.

Classroom Activities
1.	 Ask	the	students	to	listen	to	the	song	A B C	and	sing	along.

2.	 Write	“hair”	on	the	blackboard	and	ask	one	or	two	students	to	stand	up,	then	ask	

the	other	students	to:

	 (1)	choose	an	appropriate	pronoun	referring	to	the	student;

	 (2)	choose	an	appropriate	possessive	adjective	to	complete	the	phrase	“sb’s	hair”;

	 (3)	choose	an	appropriate	possessive	pronoun	to	substitute	for	the	phrase	“sb’s	hair”.

	 e.g.	Li	Gang:	he—his	hair—his

	 Repeat	the	whole	procedure	until	 the	students	are	quite	familiar	with	the	use	of	

different	cases	of	personal	pronouns.

3.	 Write	down	the	following	sentences	on	the	blackboard	and	ask	the	students	to	fi	ll	in	

the	blanks	with	appropriate	pronouns	after	group	discussion.

Information Related to the Dialogue and the Text

1.	 Greetings: 

Good	morning.	 (used	after	getting	up,	before	lunch)

Good	afternoon.	 (used	after	lunch,	before	5	p.m.)

Good	evening.	 (used	after	6	p.m.)

How	do	you	do?	 (used	at	the	fi	rst	meeting	in	informal	situations)

How	are	you?	 (used	when	having	already	met	once	or	twice)

Hello.	 (informal)

Hi.	 	 (informal)

To	make	a	response	to	“How	are	you?”,	the	receiver	usually	says	“Very	well,	thank	you.	

And	you?”	or	“Fine,	thanks,	and	you?”.

To	respond	to	“Good	morning”,	“Good	afternoon”,	“Good	evening”,	“Hello”,	“Hi”,	

and	“How	do	you	do?”,	the	receiver	may	say	the	same	thing.

2.	 Expressing Thanks:

In	English-speaking	countries,	 it	 is	quite	usual	 for	people	 to	 show	 thanks	 for	

whatever	help	they	get.	The	often-used	expressions	are	“Thank	you”,	“Thanks”,	“Many	

thanks”,	“Thanks	a	 lot”,	“Thank	you	very	much”.	And	the	receiver	will	respond	by	

saying	“You	are	welcome”,	“Not	at	all”,	“Don’t	mention	it”,	“(It’s)	my	pleasure”,	“Sure”,	

“That’s	OK”	and	so	on.

3.	 Apologising:

The	often-used	expressions	to	show	one’s	apology	are	“Excuse	me”	and	“I	am	sorry”.

The	former	is	used	when	you	have	to	interrupt	others,	or	leave	earlier,	etc.

The	latter	is	mainly	used	to	show	one’s	regrets	and	ask	for	pardon,	very	often	with	

“Never	mind”	or	“It	doesn’t	matter”	as	the	response.

4.	 Sesame Street:

It	is	a	famous	TV	series	for	children	in	America.	It	was	started	in	1969,	and	is	still	

popular	with	children	all	over	the	world.	It	has	won	many	TV	awards	up	to	now.	The	

programmes	in	Sesame Street	 try	to	develop	children’s	intellect	through	telling	stories	

which	are	educational	and	inspiring.
