Methods of persuasion largely fall into three categories: ethos, pathos, and logos.
Ethos, related to “ethics” in meaning, is a way where persuasion is based on trust in
the speaker’s credibility, achieved through the speaker’s expertise, familiarity with

the topic, common ground with the audience, confident delivery. etc.

Pathos, connected with “empathy” and “sympathy.” is a way to persuade through
emotional appeal.
