James P. Lantolf

Professor James P. Lantolf is Greer Professor in Applied Linguistics, Emeritus, the Pennsylvania
State University, where he was Director of the Center for Language Acquisition and of CALPER
(Center for Advanced Language Proficiency Education and Research). Professor James P. Lantolf
is currently Distinguished Professor in the Center for the Cognitive Science of Language at
Beijing Language and Culture University. From 2016 to 2019 he was Yangtze River (Changjiang
River) Professor in Applied Linguistics in the School of Foreign Studies of Xi’an Jiaotong
University, which in 2017 established an applied linguistics research center in his name. He was
president of the American Association for Applied Linguistics (2005), and received its
Distinguished Scholarship and Service Award (2016). He was Co-editor of Applied Linguistics
(1993-1998) and founding editor of Language and Sociocultural Theory (2013-present). In
addition to articles, chapters, and encyclopedia entries, he co-authored Sociocultural Theory and
the Genesis of Second Language Development (2006) as well as Sociocultural Theory and the
Pedagogical Imperative in L2 Education (2014), which received the Mildenberger Prize of the
Modern Language Association of America. He edited Sociocultural Theory and Second Language
Learning (2000), and co-edited Vygotskian Approaches to Second Language Research (1994),
Sociocultural Theory and the Teaching of Second Languages (2008), and The Routledge
Handbook of Sociocultural Theory and Second Language Development (2018). He is co-guest
editor for special issues of The Modern Language Journal (2023): Sociocultural theory and
pedagogical research in East Asia, as well as Language Assessment Quarterly (2023): L2

Dynamic assessment research in China.



Marta Anton

Marta Anton (Ph.D. University of Massachusetts at Amherst) is Professor Emerita of Spanish in
the School of Liberal Arts at Indiana University-Indianapolis. Anton has served as associate dean
for academic programs, chair of the Department of World Languages and Cultures, and director of
the Program in Spanish. She also held appointments as associate director of the Spanish Resource
Center in Indianapolis, research fellow at the Indiana Center for Intercultural Communication,
president of the Indiana Chapter of the America Association of Teachers of Spanish and
Portuguese, and examiner for the international language proficiency test, Diploma de Espafiol
como Lengua Extranjera (DELE). She has conducted research on sociocultural approaches to
classroom interaction and dynamic assessment, on health discourse, and Spanish sociolinguistics,
particularly in the area of language contact. Publications include a book on language assessment
(Arco Libros, 2013), a co-authored book on health discourse (John Benjamins, 2015), book
chapters and articles in academic journals on sociocultural theory and on assessment including
The Routledge Handbook of Sociocultural Theory and Second Language Development (2018), The
Routledge Handbook of Spanish Language Teaching (2018, 2022), The Handbook of Classroom
Discourse and Interaction (Wiley-Blackwell, 2015), The Routledge Handbook of Hispanic
Applied Linguistics (2014), The Routledge Handbook of Language Testing (2012), etc. Since 2018,
she is editor-in-chief of The Modern Language Journal (Wiley). Anton has been the recipient of
several honors and awards, including the Cross of King Alfonso X for merit in education (Ministry
of Education of Spain, 2019), Outstanding Faculty Award by the School of Liberal Arts, Indiana
University-Indianapolis (2013), “Tom Alsop’ Distinguished World Language Publication/Research
Award (2020) and Indiana Teacher of the Year (2001) by the Indiana Foreign Language Teachers’

Association, etc.



Matthew E. Poehner

Matthew E. Poehner is Professor of World Languages Education and Applied Linguistics at The
Pennsylvania State University. A former teacher of French and English as a second language in
secondary and university settings, Dr. Poehner’s research engages Vygotskian Sociocultural
Theory to understand processes of instructed second language (L2) development and to organize
educational environments and activities to promote learner language abilities. A major line of this
work is devoted to Dynamic Assessment, a rethinking of assessment practice that embeds
instruction as part of the procedure to broaden diagnoses of abilities. He has participated in
collaborative Dynamic Assessment research projects in both classroom/tutoring environments and
formal testing contexts in the U.S., Finland, China, and Israel. Results of this work have been
reported in numerous journal articles and book chapters. Dr. Poehner’s recent publications include
two co-edited volumes, The Routledge handbook of Sociocultural Theory and second language
development (with J. P. Lantolf & M. Swain, 2018) and Toward a reconceptualization of second
language classroom assessment. Praxis and researcher-teacher partnership (with O. Inbar-Lourie,
Springer, 2020), and a co-authored book, Sociocultural Theory and second Ilanguage
developmental education (with J. P. Lantolf, Cambridge University Press, to appear). His teaching
includes undergraduate and graduate courses on Vygotskian Sociocultural Theory, philosophy of
science and educational research traditions, second language acquisition theory, language testing
and assessment, and second language teaching methods. He is immediate Past President of the
International Association for Cognitive Education and Psychology and is Co-Editor of the journal

Language and Sociocultural Theory (Equinox).
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
